This year he turns 13 and my wife and I 
are working together on how we want to celebrate his initial teenage year. I think we have a 
unique opportunity to help him take a large step into the world of  being a man. So far, 
weõve decided that we want to do three things. Something he and I can do together. 
Something he and my wife can do together. And finally something the three of  us can do 
together. This idea is based on initiation. In previous generationsñand in various cultures 
around the world todayña boy is initiated into manhood. The ways this is done vary from 
culture to culture. It can be a bar mitzvah for a Jewish boy. It can be ritual tattooing in some 
African tribes. The way it is done isnõt as important as it actually being done. I think it is 
important for a mom and dad to initiate their son or daughter into adulthood. But it is 
especially important for a dad to do this. So many problems and challenges people face 
today can be traced back to a father being absent somehow in the home. It could be 
physically absent due to death or divorce, or being absent mentally and relationally due to 
alcoholism or some other addiction. Dads need to be involved in the lives of  their 
childrenñespecially at the age that they start to becoming adults. If  this touches your heart, 
check out our website for resources like Raising a Modern Day Knight by Robert Lewis, The 
Way of  the Wild Heart by John Eldredge, and The Dad in the Mirror by Patrick Morley and 
David Delk.
